If any person wishes to question the validity of the Orders or any of its provisions on the
grounds that it or they are not within the powers conferred by the 1984 Act, or that any
requirement of the Act, or of any instrument made under the Act has not been complied with,
that person may, within 6 weeks from the date on which the Orders are made, apply for the
purpose to the High Court.

If the provisions of the Orders continue in operation for a period of at least six months, the
Council will consider in due course whether the provisions of the experimental Orders should
be continued in force indefinitely by means of permanent Orders. Any person desiring to
object to the making of Orders for the purpose of such indefinite continuation may, within six
months of the Orders coming into operation, send a statement in writing of the objection and
the grounds on which it is made to the Assistant Director for Transport, Parking and
Environmental Strategy, Hounslow House, 7 Bath Road, Hounslow TW3 3EB or by email to
trafficorders@hounslow.gov.uk quoting the reference “School Streets 2020”.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This Note is not part of the Order, but is intended to indicate its general purport.)

This Order introduces restrictions on motor vehicles, except permit holders, entering a section of
Hounslow Road, Hanworth service road in the vicinity of Oriel Academy school during school term-
time drop-off and pick-up times.
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School Streets — Restricted Access Restrictions

Statement of Reasons

The council has made the decision to introduce on an experimental basis restrictions
on motor vehicles accessing a number of roads within the borough as part of its
School Streets programme.

The School Street concept is aimed at tackling problems associated with traffic
around schools at drop-off and pick-up times, notably road safety concerns, poor air
quality, and inconvenience to residents.

School Street schemes aim to restrict motor traffic in the immediate vicinity of a
school and reduce the use of private vehicles on the journey to and from school. The
restrictions are aligned with Hounslow Council's aim to promote active and healthy
communities by:

= Improving road safety for pupils, residents and visitors to the borough

= Reducing pollution in the area, including particulates, which especially impact
young people

= Increasing walking, cycling and active lifestyles for pupils and their parents and
guardians

= Minimising anti-social behaviour arising from inconsiderate parking and
dangerous manoeuvres

These measures are initially being introduced on an experimental basis for a period
between 6-18 months to allow the assessment of any impact the access restrictions
might have on the area and surrounding roads, and to revise the scheme if
necessary within that time. A review will be carried out to assess their effectiveness
and whether the timed access restrictions should be made permanent.
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
