The London Borough of Hounslow hereby gives Notice that on 7 September 2020 it made
the above Order under Section 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The general effect of the Order, which comes into effect on 17 September 2020, will be to
relocate the disabled parking bays on the eastern side of Devonshire Road from outside
N0s.16-22 to outside No0s.8-12 Devonshire Road.

The Order provides for the Assistant Director for Transport, Parking and Environmental
Strategy, or any person authorised by him to modify or suspend the Order or any provision
of it, if it appears to him or that person essential in the interests of the expeditious,
convenient and safe movement of traffic or for preserving or improving the amenities of the
area through which any road affected by the Order runs.

If any person wishes to question the validity of the Order or of any of its provisions on the
grounds that it or they are not within the powers conferred by the 1984 Act, or that any
requirement of the Act or of any instrument made under the Act has not been complied with,
that person may, within 6 weeks from the date on which the Order is made, apply for the
purpose to the High Court.

If the provisions of the Order continue in operation for a period of at least six months, the
Council will consider in due course whether the provisions of the experimental Order should
be continued in force indefinitely by means of a permanent Order. Any person desiring to
object to the making of an Order for the purpose of such indefinite continuation may, within
six months of the experimental Order coming into operation, send a statement in writing of
the objection and the grounds on which it is made to the Assistant Director for Transport,
Parking and Environmental Strategy, Hounslow House, 7 Bath Road, Hounslow TW3 3EB
or by email to trafficorders@hounslow.gov.uk quoting the reference TMO/E037/20.

2. In pursuance of Section 10(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the Assistant Director
for Transport, Parking & Environmental Strategy, or any person authorised by him, may modify
or suspend the Order or any provision of it, if it appears to him or that person essential in the
interests of the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of traffic or for preserving or
improving the amenities of the area through which any road affected by the Order runs.

Interpretation

3. Inthis Order, except where the context otherwise requires, the following expressions have the
meanings hereby respectively assigned to them:

“Council” means the Council of the London Borough of Hounslow;

“disabled person’s badge” has the same meaning as in the Disabled Person (Badges for
Motor Vehicles) (England) Regulations 2000

“taxi” has the same meaning as the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016°¢

Prohibition, Suspension and Restriction

4. No person shall cause any motor vehicle to proceed in the length of Devonshire Road
between its junctions with Chiswick High Road and Glebe Street.

5. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of any
act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order the London Borough of
Hounslow (Chiswick Inner Core) (Parking Places) (No.17) Order 20099, as amended, shall
have affect as though the items numbered 24, 25 and 26 in Schedule 1B to that Order are
hereby suspended.

Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of any
act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order the London Borough of
Hounslow (Waiting and Loading Restriction) (Civil Enforcement Area) Order 2008¢, as
amended, shall have affect as though the item numbered 118(a) in Schedule 1 to that Order
were substituted with the item set out in Schedule 1 to this Order.

8. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of any
act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order, the London Borough of
Hounslow (Loading Places) Order 20099, shall have affect as though the items numbered 14
and 15 were revoked from Schedule 2 to that Order and added to Schedule 1 to that Order
along with being renumbered to items 9 and 10 respectively.

Exemptions
9. Nothing in Article 4 of this Order shall apply in respect of a person causing a vehicle to enter
Devonshire Road between its junctions with Chiswick High Road and Glebe Street if:

a) required to proceed in in accordance with any restriction or requirement indicated by traffic
signs placed pursuant to section 67 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984;

b) the vehicle is being used for at least one of the following purposes:
i) fire and rescue authority;
i) ambulance;
iii) blood service;
iv) providing a response to an emergency at the request of an NHS ambulance service;
v) bomb or explosive disposal;
vi) special forces;
vii) police; or
viii) National Crime Agency.
c) the vehicle is being used for the purposes of:

i) the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of any street specified in Schedule 3;
or

i) the laying, erection, alteration, repair or cleaning, in any street specified in Schedule 3,
of any sewer, or of any main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water, or
electricity, or of any electronic communications apparatus.

d) the vehicle is a taxi being used to enable a person to board or alight from any street
specified in Schedule 3;

e) the vehicle is being used for the purposes of accessing premises, residential or
commercial, that are only accessible from any street specified in Schedule 3;

f) the vehicle is making deliveries to, or collecting goods from, premises that are only
accessible from any street specified in Schedule 3;

g) the vehicle is displaying a disabled persons’ badge and accessing with the intention of
parking in a disabled parking bay in the vicinity of Nos.24-30 Devonshire Road;

h) the vehicle is being used in the service of the Council in pursuance of statutory powers or
duties provided that in all the circumstances it is reasonably necessary in the exercise of

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such powers or in the performance of such duties for that vehicle to enter the prohibited

street;

i) the vehicle is proceeding with the permission of or at the direction of a police constable in

uniform, or a person duly authorised by the Council.
