The Council of the London Borough of Hounslow, after consulting the Commissioner of Police of 
the Metropolis, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 6, 45, 46, 49 and 124 of the 
Road Traffic Regulation Act 19841 as amended, and of all other powers thereunto enabling 
hereby make the following Order: 
 
1. This Order may be cited as the London Borough of Hounslow (Free Permit Parking 

Places) (Disabled Persons) Order 2016 and shall come into operation for all purposes on 
29 March 2016. 

 
2. In this Order, except where the context otherwise requires, the following expressions have 

the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them: 
 

“civil enforcement officer” has the same meaning as in the Traffic Management Act 2004; 
 

"Council" means the Council of the London Borough of Hounslow; 
 

"disabled person" and "disabled person's badge" have the same meanings as in the 
Disabled Persons (Badges for Motor Vehicles) (England) Regulations 20002; 

 
"disabled person's vehicle" has the same meaning as in the Local Authorities' Traffic 
Orders (Exemptions for Disabled Persons) (England and Wales) Regulations 20003; 
 
“disabled residents parking permit” means the person to whom a disabled residents 
permit has been issued to remove the need for a resident to display their ‘blue badge’ 
when using the disabled person’s parking bay adjacent to their residence; 
 
"driver" in relation to a vehicle waiting in a parking place means the person driving the 
vehicle at the time it was left in the parking place; 

 
"enactment" means any enactment, whether public, general or local, and includes any 
order, byelaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by virtue of an 
enactment;

"owner", has the same meaning as in the Civil Enforcement of Parking Contraventions 
(England) General Regulations 20074; 

 
“parking contravention” has the meaning as assigned to it in Part 1 of Schedule 7 of the 
Traffic Management Act 2004; 

 
"parking place" means any area on a highway designated as such by this Order; 

 
“penalty charge” has the same meaning as in the Civil Enforcement of Parking 
Contraventions (England) General Regulations 2007 

 
“penalty charge notice” has the same meaning as in the Civil Enforcement of Parking 
Contraventions (England) General Regulations 2007; 

 
 “resident” means a person whose usual place of abode is at the premises the postal 
address of which is in any street described in Schedule 1; 

 
"Schedule" means a Schedule to this Order; 

 
“user”, in relation to a vehicle, means the person by whom such a vehicle is kept and 
used; 

 
3. Designation of parking places 
 
(1) The areas of highway as described in column 2 of Schedules 1 is designated as a 

parking places. 
 
(2) The limits of each parking place and the limits of each parking space within a parking 

place shall be indicated on the highway in accordance with the Traffic Signs Regulations 
and General Directions 20025. 

 
4. Manner of standing in a parking place 
 
(1) Every vehicle left in a parking place shall stand so that every part of the vehicle is wholly 

within the limits of any parking space or parking place. 
 
5. Contravention 
 
(1) If a vehicle is left in a parking place at any time without complying with the provisions of 

this Order, then a contravention of this Order and a parking contravention within Part 1 of 
Schedule 7 to the Traffic Management Act 2004, shall deemed to have occurred. 

 
(2) Where a vehicle is left in a parking place without complying with the provisions of this 

Order, the vehicle may be removed or caused to be removed from that parking place as 
provided for by Regulations made under section 99 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 
1984. 

6. Period a vehicle may be left after the penalty charge has been incurred 

 
(1) The period for which a vehicle may be left in a parking place during the permitted hours
